Granite Transformations’ engineered
stone is so tough that you can cut vegeta-
bles on the countertop without fear of
leaving cut marks. You can even place a
hot skillet right on the countertop. Also,
because there are no grout lines, you
don’t have to worry about bacterial build-
up or dirty grout.

These features make it ideal not just for
kitchen counters, but also for bathroom
vanities, shower walls, tub surrounds and
fireplaces.

The Oakville-based company’s engi-
neered stone surfaces can be installed in
new kitchens or used over existing sur-
faces, directly on top of existing counter-
tops, whether they are tile, laminate or
another solid surface. Installation is quick

and easy, especially since the old coun-
tertop does not need to be removed, nor
is additional reinforcing or rebuilding
required.

The new countertops are fabricated in
Granite Transformations’ Oakville shop,
so that little of the time-consuming cut-
ting occurs in your home. On installation
day, they bring them finished and ready
to install. As a result, there’s minimal dis-
ruption and no mess to clean up after
installation.

The engineered stone product is made
using 95% natural stone combined with a
specially formulated polymer in slab
sizes of 121 inches by 51 inches and one-
quarter inch in thickness, making it suit-
able even for flooring.

The product is available in two dozen
standard colours that reflect the beauty of
natural stone. Because it is engineered,
the colours are consistent throughout the
countertop. Each comes with a lifetime
limited material warranty.   b
